(Pre-Set – Zinnia Wormwood, Doctor and Nurse behind hospital screen. Older School Children sat on blocks)
SCENE 1 – Hospital
PRO 2 BABY SCAN
(Doctor enters from behind screen)

Hortensia 
It’s a funny thing about mother and fathers. Even when their own child 


is the most disgusting little blister you could ever imagine, they still 



think that he or she is wonderful.

Samantha
 Some parents are so blinded by adoration they convince themselves their child has qualities of a genius! 
Penny


But occasionally you come across parents of the complete opposite nature

Daisy


They show no interest in their child at all, and of course these are far worse than the doting ones…
Beth


Mr and Mrs Wormwood were two such parents….

Zinnia 

Doc is this going to take long? I have a plane to catch at 3

Doctor

You are going to fly Mrs. Wormwood?

Zinnia

I need to get to the International Spanish Salsa Dancing Championships

Doctor

Mrs. Wormwood….

Zinnia

I enter every year but this year I have a secret weapon, Roberto Mascaponi, he’s I.talian

Doctor

Mrs. Wormwood….

(Zinnia enters from behind the screen)

Zinnia

Are you gunna tell me what’s wrong with me or not?

Doctor

Mrs. Wormwood, what do you think may be the cause of this?

Zinnia

Oh…….am I fat?

Doctor

You are going to experience one of the greatest miracles of life

Zinnia

Ay?

Doctor

You are having a baby

Zinnia

But I’ve got a baby, Isn’t there something you can do? Antibiotics or….

DOCTOR
You’re nine months pregnant.

Zinnia             What about the Bi-annual International Amateur Salsa and Ballroom Dancing Championships!?

DOCTOR        A baby Mrs. Wormwood, a child, the most precious gift the natural world can bestow upon us, the miracle of life... 

Zinnia
 
Ooooowwwwwww! 

(Nurse enters and takes Mrs Wormword behind the screen)

NURSE
Push Mrs. Wormwood, push!

Zinnia

I’ll push you in a minute! Owwwww! This is the worst day of my life!
SFX 2 - Baby cries
(Enter Harry Wormwood from stage left)

Harry

Where’s my beautiful baby boy? 
(Nurse enters with baby to pass to the doctor before Harry snatches it)

Give him ‘ere. Where’s his doo da? His ding dong, his thing? 
(Zinnia En. sorting her hair out)
You silly woman you gave me a boy without a thingy! 

(Passes baby to Zinnia who automatically passes it to the Nurse)

Doctor

Mr. Wormwood, It is a girl

Harry

Ay? Ahhhh… (Handing over money) ‘ere can we exchange him?

(Wormwoods Exit Stage Left. Doctor and Nurse Exit Stage Right)

(PRO 3 WORMWOODS)

Scene 2 -  Matilda's Family

(During the following narration the Wormwoods are getting ready for work in the bathroom whilst Matilda is reading. Zinnia sets up blocks with make up and shampoo bottles on top)

Daisy

As you have seen, the Wormwoods were not the best of parents….

Sally 

They were so wrapped up in their own silly lives, that they 



barely noticed they had a daughter. 
Penny

Had they paid any attention to her at all, they would have realised that Matilda was a rather extraordinary child.

Amanda
By the time she was three, Matilda had taught herself to read by studying the newspapers and magazines that lay around the house. 
Beth
By the age of four she could read fast but all she had was  an old book of fairytales
Sadie

On this particular morning Matilda had got up her courage and asked 

her father for something she desperately wanted.

Harry: 

Books? What do you want books for?

Matilda

To read.

Harry:

To read? Why would you want to read when you got the television set 

sitting right in front of you? There's nothing you can get from a book 

that you can't get from a television faster my boy
Matilda

I’m a girl!

Zinnia:

4 years old and reading, that’s not normal, the child is clearly an idiot

(Michael walks on SL, eating cereal from box)

Matilda:
I’m 6 and a half!

Michael:
If you were 6 you’d be in school duh!
Matilda:
I want to go to school

Harry:

Great, I’ve got the perfect school for you, I know the headmistress Agatha Trunchbull. I can just imagine what she will do to a horrible sneaky goblin like you boy

Matilda

I’m a girl! 

Zinnia:

 Oh I'm late for bingo.... (putting on shoeS)
Harry:

Mind out twerp, I’m running late (gets hat and briefcase & exits DSR) 
Michael: 
Hahha Bye twerp (gets rucksack & exits DSR) 

Zinnia: 

There’s something in the microwave if you get hungry... (exiting DSR) 
(Matilda left alone -  she looks around and then sneaks out the fairytale book and sits to read)

SFX 3 – NAUGHTY
Daisy

Now Matilda is no push over. She’s got a powerful imagination and a strong sense of what’s right and wrong. 

Matilda

(Holding two bottles and reading the labels)

Oil of lavender mens hair tonic, platinum blonde peroxide, double strength. Keep away from children. Oh yes…..

(She pores the peroxide into the hair tonic bottle)

(Matilda Exits SL)

(Harry enters from behind shower screen with a towel round neck, whistling he begins his hair routine before going behind the shower curtain singing, after a moment he comes back onstage with new hair and Zinnia & Micheal enter from SL)

Zinnia:

(Screams) Snickerdoodle, what did you do to your hair? You've, you've dyed it! Why did you do that you fool! It looks awful! 

(Matilda runs on when she hears the scream SL)

Harry:

My hair? What the blazes are you talking about? I most certainly have 

not dyed it! What do you mean I've dyed it? What’s happened to it? Is 

this some sort of joke? 

Michael:
Haha, you look like mum! (Zinna knocks him round the head)
Zinnia:

What an earth were you trying to do make yourself look handsome or 



Something? 
Harry:

Get me a mirror! Don't just stand there shrieking at me, get me a 


mirror!

(Zinnia passes him a compact mirror from her bag)

Harry:

What’s happened to me? I look like you gone wrong! I can’t go down to 

the garage and sell cars like this. How did this happen? How could it 

have happened?

Matilda:
I imagine daddy that you weren’t looking very hard and you simply


took mummy's bottle of hair stuff off the shelf instead of your own

Zinnia:

Of course that's what happened. Well really Harry how stupid can you get? Why didn't you read the label before you started splashing the stuff all over you? 

Harry:

Will the colour change back?

Zinnia:

Of course it won’t you twit. You'll have to dye it black

Harry:

Right, boy get me the phone! (Michael exits SL) 



Book me in to your hairdresser's for a hair dying job! Tell them it’s an emergency, even if they have to boot someone else off the list! 

(Exit Harry SR taking shower screen)

Matilda:
He does do some pretty silly things now and again doesn't he mummy.

Zinnia:

I'm afraid men are not always quite as clever as they think they are. 

You'll learn that when you grow up my girl.

(Exit Zinnia and Matilda SL)

(PRO 4 CRUNCHEM SCHOOL)
SFX 4 – SCHOOL BELL

Scene 3 - School
(Older Children push on school gates and stand behind them menacingly)
Penny

Finally the day came for Matilda to go to school. Her new school was 

called Crunchem Hall. Matilda had pictured school as a lovely building 

surrounding by grass and flowers and swings... well Crunchem Hall 

was a building...

Sadie

Matilda was just happy to see other children, after all any school was 

better than no school at all isn't it?

SFX 5 – SCHOOL SONG

Hortensia:
Welcome to borstal.
Matilda:
I'm Matilda.

Hortensia:
Who cares who you are, you’re all known as tadpoles around here, have you met the Trunchbull yet?
Erica:

I saw her at prayers but haven't actually met her yet.

Hortensia:
You’re in for a treat.
Daisy:

 She hates small children, she therefore loathes the bottom class. 
Amanda:
She thinks 5 and 6 yr olds are grubs that haven't hatched yet. 
Beth:

If you survive your first year you may just manage to live through the rest of your time here. But many don't survive. 
Sadie:

They get carried out on stretchers screaming, I've seen it often

Abbey:

She doesn't really hit children with that riding crop, does she?

Sally:

No. It's mostly for scare. What she does is worse. 
Janet:

Like yesterday, in the second grade, the Trunchbull makes a weekly visit to every classroom, to show the teachers a thing or two about handling kids. Rupert Rottwinkle ate two Parma Violets during her lesson.

Poppy:

And she caught him?

Janet:

Of course!

Matilda:
Was Rupert okay?

Bruce:

After being thrown out the window, of course he wasn't okay. He lived, 

if that's what you mean.

Sadie:

The Trunchbull used to be in the Olympics: Shot put, javelin, 



hammer throw. The hammer throw was her specialty.

Matilda:
So she does this all the time?

Hortensia:
Better than being put in "The Chokey".

Poppy:

The Chokey?

Sadie:

Yeah, the Chokey. It's a tall, narrow, hole in a wall behind a door. The 

floor is only 10inches square so you can’t sit or squat in it you have to 

stand. 
Sally:

You have to stand in the drippy pipes with jagged edges, and 


the walls have broken glass with nails sticking out so you can’t lean on 

them. 

Penny:

 Its pitch black in there and you can’t wobble or you'll get spiked by the glass and nails

Matilda:
She puts kids in there?

Hortensia:
I've been in there twice. Once for a whole day and once for two hours, two hours is long enough to stand up straight
Ava:

Didn't you tell your parents?

Hortensia:
They didn't believe me. I mean, would your parents believe it?!?

T-Bull:

Get out of my sight you festing ball of puss. Sixty lines - "I must obey 

Miss Trunchbull." …. Out of my way!

Bruce:

Here she comes!

(Older kids line up to attention, some small kids catch on, others are dragged into line by the older kids)

(Trunchbull En SR.)

T-Bull:

Ah. Fresh meat! Erica Ink. What are those?!?
Erica:

What's what, Miss Trunchbull?

T-Bull:

Hanging down by your ears.

Erica:

You mean my pigtails?

T-Bull:

Are you a pig, Erica?!?

Erica:

No, Miss Trunchbull.

T-Bull:

Do I allow pigs in my school?

Erica:

My mommy thinks they're sweet.

T-Bull:

Your mommy is a TWIT. You'll chop those off before school tomorrow 

or I'll….

Erica:

But, but I don't ..….

T-Bull:

Did you say, "But"?

Hortensia:
Hammerthrow…..

Daisy:

Definitely.

T-Bull:

I'll give you, "But"!

(Trunchbull throws Erica off stage by her pigtails)

Amanda:
Whooah!

Bruce:

Good loft. 

Daisy:

Excellent release. 

Sadie:

Think she's going to make the fence? 

Lily: 

Going to be close one
Students:     (Cheer)
T-Bull:

Quiet! Get to class before I throw you all in the Chokey.

(Older children set up blocks and exit, smaller children run into classroom positions and sit)

(PRO 5 BLACKBOARD)

Matilda:
Hortensia, what's my teacher like?

Hortensia:
Oh you'll love Miss Honey, she's the one reason I like coming to school
Sadie:
 
Miss Honey, was one of those remarkable people who appreciate


every single child for who he or she is.

(Older children exit)
Scene 4 – The Classroom
Lavender:
I bought these up for you, Miss Honey.

Honey:

How lovely. Thank you, Lavenda.
Honey:

Okay. Listen up everyone. We have a new student with us today. This 

is Matilda Wormwood. I'd like you to sit over here with Lavender. Now, 

you all remember how scary your first days at school were, so I'd like 

you to be especially nice to Matilda and make her feel welcome.



Let’s start with math’s, does anyone know there 6 times tables?

(Matilda is the only child to place her hand up)

Honey:

Ok Matilda


Matilda:
1x6 is 6, 2x6 is 12, 3x6 is 18, 4x6 is 24, 5 x 6 is 30, 6 x 2 is 36, 7 x 6 is 

42, 8 x 6 is 48, 9 x 6 is 54, 10 x 6 is 60, 11 x 6 is 66, 12 x 6 is 72…..
Honey:

Ok Matilda you can stop there, how far can you go?

Matilda:
I don’t know Miss Honey I think I can just keep going

Rebecca:
It’s not fair how come she can do it and we can’t

Honey:

Don't worry Bruce you'll soon catch up. Well, let us leave sums for the 

moment and try some reading. Who wants to try and read the sentence 

on the board?

(Matilda and lavender put their hands up)

Alice:

Me, me, me please, choose me!

Honey:

Alice?
Alice:

er........hmmmm..err......

Honey:

Its ok Alice
Honey:

Rebecca?

Rebecca:
Is the first word tomato?

Honey:

No but tomato is a very good word

Rebecca:
Yes!

Honey:

Matilda

Matilda:
 ‘Those who don’t believe in magic will never find it’ 

Honey:

That is very good indeed. How much can you read Matilda?

Matilda:
I think I can read most things Miss Honey. I figured out that sentences 

are just a group of words strung together, you need to be able to read 

sentences to read books and I love books

Honey:

Ok, everyone we'd better get some work done today. Let’s start by copying the sentence from the board. Matilda, I am going to see that you are put into a higher class but in the meantime here is something for you to read that's a little more suited to that amazing mind of yours.

(Matilda hugs Miss Honey, Suddenly, Miss Trunchbull enters.]

(PRO 6 – BLACKBOARD VIDEO READY) 
SCENE 5 – Bruce and the Cake

T-Bull:

Hop to! Hippity hop! The entire school in the assembly room 



immediately. 
(All school children run in and sit in rows)

Faster boy! SIT!! (Pause) Daisy Wiliams! DAISY WILLIAMS!
DAISY

[Terrified] Yes, Miss Trunchbull?

T-BULL
So you admit it, do you?

DAISY

Admit what, Miss Trunchbull?

T-BULL            This clot. This foul carbuncle is none other than a disgusting criminal! The nemesis of the underworld!

[Bruce suddenly appears very guilty and puts his hand over his mouth in shock.]

This worm slid like a serpent into kitchen, and stole a slice of my private

chocolate cake from my tea tray!

DAISY

No I did not!

MISS HONEY
Miss Trunchbull… Daisy has been here all morning…

T-BULL
Standing up for the little spitball, are you? Well this crime took place before school started. THEREFORE, SHE IS GUILTY.

 [All onstage freeze, apart from Bruce who addresses the audience.]

BRUCE
Ok - look, alright – I stole the cake! And honestly – I was really definitely sort of almost thinking about owning up! Well… maybe… But the thing was, I was having a lot of trouble with my belly. You see – the Trunchbull’s cake was SO GOOD, that I scoffed it down too quick. And now it was beginning to fight back…

SFX 6 - stomach rumbles loudly
BRUCE
Oops… see?

[Everyone unfreezes and the scene continues.]

DAISY

I’m not guilty! I didn’t do anything!

T-BULL          Nonsense, you are a fiend. You are a crook. You are a THIEF. And I shall crush you. I shall POUND you. I SHALL CONSIGN YOU TO THE SEVENTH CIRCLE OF HELL. You shall be… You shall be destroyed.

[Everyone freezes again except Bruce who lets out an SFX 7 - enormous loud burp that goes on for ages. Once he is done, he addresses the audience again.]
BRUCE
It was the biggest burp I’d ever done! It was the biggest burp I’d ever heard. It was the biggest burp I’d have heard about. It was like the entire world went silent for that burp to exist. As a huge cloud of chocolaty gas wafted from my mouth and drifted across the class… past Lavender, past Sebastian, past Matilda and then, my great big beautiful chocolaty burp took on a mind of its own… and it flew into the face of The Trunchbull!

[As Miss Trunchbull smells the chocolate on his breath, she descends upon Bruce menacingly.]

SFX 8 – Bruce Instrumental

T-BULL:
Bruce Bogtrotter…

BRUCE:
Yes, Miss?

T-BULL:
You liked my cake, didn’t you?

BRUCE:
Erm, Yes, Miss Trunchbull…

T-BULL:
Good. That’s all that matters.

BRUCE:
Oh… thank you…

T-BULL:
You should thank the cook.

(calls) Cookie! 
(Cook enters)
T-BULL:
Bogtrotter wants to tell you how delicious your cake was.

BRUCE:
It was… very good…

T-BULL:
Have you got any more?

COOK:
I do.

T-BULL:
Bring it. And a knife.

(Cook exits) 

T-Bull:
Sit down, Bogtrotter. 
(Cook returns with large cake)


(softly)
It’s all for you. Every bit.

Bruce:
Thank you… but—

T-Bull:
Go on then. Cut a slice.

Bruce:
Can’t I take it home?

T-Bull (sharp):
No. You will eat it here. All of it.

Cook:

All of it.

Bruce:
But I’m full…

T-Bull:
You are not full until I say you are full! Eat!

MISS HONEY:
He’ll be sick!

T-BULL:
He should have thought of that before he stole my cake!
Eat!

(Bruce starts eating)

HORTENSIA:
Don’t eat it!

AMANDA:

Something’s wrong!

SADIE:

It’s poisoned!

T-BULL:

EAT!

Abbey:

He can’t!

Alice:


He’ll explode!

T-BULL:

EAT! EAT!

(Bruce keeps eating, struggling)

Beth:


Something’s not right…

T-BULL:
You wanted cake — now eat it!
Faster!

LAVENDER:

He’s going to be sick…

MATILDA:

You can do it, Brucey!

Ava:


Come on, Brucey!

Matilda:
Bruce, Bruce….

All

 Bruce, bruce, bruce….
(The children surround Bruce chanting as downs the chocolate cake)

All:
YAY!!!!  (Everyone cheers as the crowd parts to reveal a chocolate covered bruce holding an empty plate and spoon like a trophy)
MISS TBULL
 Silence!

MISS HONEY
GO ON BRUCIE!!!

[A long pause as everyone turns and stares at the hysterical Miss Honey who suddenly composes herself.]

MISS HONEY
 Sorry… Miss Trunchbull… I got carried away…

[Another pause as Miss Trunchbull tries to understand what just happened.]

Tbull      I’ll be watching you, each and every one of you. When you turn the corner, when 

you go to your little cubbies to get your smelly little coats. When you skip merrily to lunch. I’ll be watching you. All of you, and especially you!

(Trunchbull exits)  


(The children cheer and exit)
Scene 6 – The newt  
Sadie:

After the events with the chocolate cake some of the students were 


feeling a little braver around the Trunchbull. Lavender in particular. 




Hortensia:
Actually Lavender had changed a lot since meeting Matilda. She 


admired her new friend for standing up for Bruce in the hall, Little did 

she know she was about to get her own chance to become the 


heroine..
 (Ava enters and sits on a desk, she has a newt in her hands, not long after the other children enter)

Erica:

Eww eww, A frog!! A frog!!

Lily:

Its not a frog silly, what is it Ava?

Abbey:
It's a chameleon.

Ava:

It's a newt actually, 

Rebecca:
Where are you going to keep it?

Lavender:
Here, put it in here..  (Lavender hands them a plastic cup)
Honey:

Now children please have you forgot Miss Trunchbull teaches our class 

today. Beth, cover the fish. Put away the art project. Put away 


anything colorful.


Lavender, Please get a water for Miss Trunchbull, quickly. She'll be here any second. …. make sure the water's cold, Lavender.

Hortensia: 
Most great ideas come from hard work and careful planning. Of course, once in a while, they just jump out at you. All in that moment a simple idea jumped right out at Lavender

(Lavender picks up the cup containing the newt, picks it out, smiles and places it on the desk)

Honey:

Hurry! I hear her coming!


Now remember don't speak unless you're spoken to. Don't laugh.  


Don't smile. Don't even breathe loudly. 

T-Bull:

Don't breathe at all.

Honey:

Good morning, Miss Trunchbull.

Students:
Good morning, Miss Trunchbull

T-bull:

SIT!!!! …..  Shoo.  I have never been able to understand why small 


children are so disgusting. 



 I suppose your mothers and fathers tell you that your wonderful, well 

I'm here to tell you the opposite.



What’s your name?!

Lilly:

Lilly

T-Bull:

Lilly what?

Lilly:

Lilly Hicks 

T-Bull:

Lilly hicks what?

Lilly:

That's it, unless you want my middle name as well?

T-Bull:

No I don't want your middle name you little blister! Whats my name

Lilly:

Miss Trunchbull

T-Bull:

Then use it when you address me! Can you spell?

Poppy:

Miss Honey taught us how to spell a long word yesterday. We can spell 

"difficulty".

T-Bull:

You couldn't spell 'difficulty' if your life depended on it.

Poppy:

She taught us with a poem.

T-Bull:

A poem. How sweet. What poem would that be?

students:
Mrs. D.   Mrs. I.    Mrs. F - F - I.    Mrs. C    Mrs. U.    Mrs. L - T - Y.

T-Bull:

Why are these women married?!? Mrs. D. Mrs. I. You're supposed to 

be teaching spelling, not poetry. 
(During this speech Matilda concentrate on the cup, pleading it to tip over)

You, little brat, why are you so short? I cannot for the life of me 


understand why small children take so long to grow up. I think they do 

it deliberately, just to annoy me.

(the cup of water tips over Trunchbull)

T-Bull

...What was that? (giggles) I think there’s a newt in my knickers, a newt in my knickers! There’s a newt in my KNICKERS!!!! (T-bull exits)

Honey:

Phew, I think we've had enough school for one day, don't you? The 


class is dismissed you can all collect your coats and wait for your 


parents in the playground.  I'll be out there in just a minute.

(Children exit)

Hortensia:
And there it was not only had Lavender had her chance to be a heroine 

but Matilda had performed her first miracle, she wasn't quite sure how 

but she know she'd done it and there would be more to come...

Matilda:
Miss Honey, I did it.

Honey:

Did what?

Matilda:
I made the glass tip over

Honey:

Oh, sweetheart. Don't let Miss Trunchbull make you feel that way. 


Nobody did it. It was an accident.

Matilda:
I did it with my eyes. Just watch….
Honey:

It's wonderful you feel so powerful. Many people don't feel powerful at 

all……
Matilda:
Please just watch…
(Matilda tips the cup again)

Matilda:
Does that make me weird?

Honey:

I think, I think, I...i..i think, would you like a cup of tea?

Matilda:
Yes please

Beth:

Matilda didn't know it yet but that evening on their walk to Miss Honeys 

cottage she would learn a lot about the Trunchbull, enough to 


eventually change her life and Miss Honeys, and all the students at 


Crunchem Primary School, for this was the beginning of the last 


miracle in our story....

(PRO 7 COTTAGE)
Scene 7 - Miss Honey's Cottage  
Matilda:
You do believe me, don't you?

Honey:

Oh, I believe that you should believe in whatever power you think you 

have inside of you. Believe it with all your heart. Now here we are.

Matilda:
This is where you live? Are you poor?

Honey:

I guess so, poorer than most in many ways

Matilda:
Don't they pay teachers very much

Honey:

That's not it Matilda, but no I guess they don't. I choose to live here in 

this little shed and it suits me well. I used to live in a very large house 

with my mother and father, it had so many rooms, I used to play hide 

and seek games with me mother that would last for hours, until she 


passed away. 

Matilda:
Oh i'm sorry

Honey:

My father, Magnus was a very kind man but with work he couldn't cope 

with the large house so my aunt moved in to help, but she was a 

terrible person and whilst my father was at work she 
used to get me to do all 
the work and lock in me a tiny dungeon room when she said I had been bad 

Matilda:
Like the chokey

Honey:

Exactly. Then one day when she let me out of the chokey I found my 

father had died. I lived with my bullying aunt for years and then one day on a walk I saw this 
little shed and fell in love, I ran straight over to the farmer to ask if I could move in, he thought I was mad. Not long after my aunt knocked on my door and presented me with a bill for all the years she looked after me, as I clearly had no money she said I would have to work it off teaching at her school
Matilda:
Miss Trunchbull! Your aunt is Miss Trunchbul!

Honey:

She also produced a document stating my father had left our house 

and everything in it too her, it didn’t make any sense….
Matilda:
You think she did him in don't you! Let’s call the police

Honey:

No Matilda, they would never believe me over Miss Trunchbull, I am 



weak, now you should get home

SFX 9 POSSIBLE SONG – MY HOUSE

SCENE 8 – THE LAST MIRACLE
(PRO 8 BLACKBOARD VIDEO READY)
SFX 10 School bell rings  (the children enter the stage to create a playground scene. After a few moments, Samantha runs onstage shouting)
Samantha:
Help me help me!

Matilda:
What’s wrong

Samantha:
Treacle...someone put treacle on Miss Trunchulls chair and she thinks it was me! I'm gunna go in the chokey aren’t I? I cant handle 
the chokey, please!

Matilda:
Right how long ago was this?

Samantha:
20 minutes

T-Bull:

Here you little putrid pile of moss

Samantha:
Help me!
Matilda:
Right coats!

(students pile their coats over Samantha)

T-Bull:

Where is she the little squirm? Samantha Carmichael!

Matilda:
Samantha Carmichael is under those coats Miss Trunchbull

(Students gasp)

Matilda:
