Wizard of Oz Workshop 

Scene 1: Kansas 
Auntie Em: (Calling loudly) Dorothy! Dorothy! Where are you child? 
Uncle Henry: (Entering from the other side of the stage.) Good Heavens! What’s the matter, Em? What are you goin’ on about? 
Auntie Em: It’s Dorothy. That child is off daydreaming again, in this weather! She’ll get blown away I’m sure of it 
Uncle Henry: Aw, let her be Em. She’s just a child. What’s the harm in a bit of daydreaming? I don’t like the look of this storm brewing though… 
Auntie Em: What’s the harm? There’s work to be done. This farm doesn’t run itself, you know. Gosh I can’t see a thing through this rain, Dorothy, Dorothy! 
Dorothy: (Enters) Auntie Em! Uncle Henry! Have you seen Toto? I can’t find him anywhere, I have to find him 
Auntie Em: You have to get inside young lady! 
Uncle Henry: None of us are goin’ anywhere right now. That storm’s comin’ Quick! Why, I think it’s a cyclone, we have to get inside now! 
Dorothy: Oh no! Toto! I can’t leave him 
Uncle Henry: There’s no time, Dorothy 
Dorothy: I can’t leave Toto! I have to go get him. (She exits quickly in the opposite direction) 
Auntie Em+Uncle Henry: DOROTHY! 
Cyclone/Storm sound effect
Scene 2: We’re not in Kansas anymore… 
Dorothy (laying on floor, holding TOTO tightly, waking up): Oh Toto, Toto, I’m so glad you’re safe! (looks around) Auntie Em? Uncle Henry? Oh my, we really did get blown away by the storm. Oh Toto… I don’t think we’re in Kansas anymore… 
Song: Somewhere over the rainbow 
(Magical Sound effect as Glinda, the Good Witch of the North enters.) Glinda: Hello, my dear. Are you a good witch or a bad witch, which? Dorothy: I’m not a witch at all. I’m a girl. 
Glinda: What is your name? 
Dorothy: I’m Dorothy Gale, from Kansas. 
Glinda: So you’re not a witch? 
Dorothy: Heavens no. Witches are old and ugly. 
(Hears giggling around her.) 
Dorothy: What on earth… 
Glinda: Oh don't mind them, they’re the Munchkins! You are in Munchkinland after all. And they are incredibly grateful, for you killed the horrible Wicked Witch of the East! 
Dorothy: Me? I haven’t killed anyone. 
Glinda: I’m sure it was an accident, but your house has landed right on top of her. See? Those are her feet. 
Dorothy: Oh dear! I’m so sorry. I didn’t mean to.
Glinda: Don’t be silly! The Munchkins are very grateful. You have set them free! Come out, my friends! The Wicked Witch is dead! 
(Munchkins cautiously enter.) 
Boq (farmer) Are you sure? 
Glinda: I am sure. 
Jinjur (baker) Are you positive? 
Glinda: I am positive. 
Kiki (Candy-lover): Are you absolutely, positively sure? 
Glinda: She is absolutely, positively, undeniably, and reliably dead. Mayor: 3 Cheers for Dorothy! 
Munchkins: Hip Hip Hurray! Hip Hip Hurray! Hip Hip Hurray! Nimmie (gardener): Thank you, Dorothy. 
Dorothy: It really was an accident. 
Bini (artist): You are our hero! 
Mayor (mayor): The Wicked Witch of the East was terrible! 
Boq: Now we are free! 
Jinjur: No more Wicked Witch! 
(Ding Dong the Witch is Dead - Song + Dance)
Scene 3: The Slippers 
Glinda: Here, Dorothy, a gift from Munchkinland, to show our respect for you saving us 
(Glinda takes the ruby slippers from the witch beneath the house and gives them to Dorothy. Munchkins cheer) 
Dorothy: Why, thank you, thank you, but I can’t accept. Truly it’s been wonderful meeting you all, I just want to know how to get home now… 
Glinda: Well in that case, you will definitely need these slippers! Nimmie: They possess the witches magic 
Kiki: They’re powerful 
Bini: They will keep you safe 
Jinjur: And guide your way 
Mayor: Down the yellow brick road 
Boq: Where you’ll find the Wizard, he grants wishes! 
Glinda: He’ll be able to get you back home Dorothy 
Munchkins: You’ve got to follow the yellow brick road! 
Dorothy: Oh really? Why, that's amazing! But keep me safe, from who? (Scary sound effect that makes Munchkins cower…)
Scene 3: The Wicked Witch Isn’t Happy 
(Lightening crackle as The Wicked Witch enters) 
Wicked Witch: What have you done! 
Glinda: You’re not welcome here 
Dorothy: Not another witch, I thought she was dead… 
Boq: That’s the wicked witch of the West! 
Jinjur: The older, scarier 
Bini: Uglier! 
Kiki: Sister of the one beneath your house! 
Glinda: Oh dear… 
Wicked Witch: My sister! My poor beautiful sister, who, who did this? Mayor: We’re not afraid of you anymore, we have our protector now Nimmie: The brave and noble Dorothy from Kansas! 
Boq: And her courageous hound, Toto! 
Wicked Witch: Dorothy, eh? Why you little… (notices her feet) My sister's shoes! Give them to me right this instance, how dare you 
Glinda: Leave her alone, she’s got the shoes, there’s nothing you can do about it Dorothy: I’m so sorry, I only - 
Wicked Witch: You will be when I catch you…You and your precious dog too!
Munchkins: Run Dorothy! Follow the yellow brick road! 
Glinda: Just follow the yellow brick road. And never let those ruby slippers off your feet. They are your ticket home! 
(Yellow Brick Road song+dance as Dorothy exits)
Scene 4: A friend 
Dorothy: Oh, Toto, we’ve been following this yellow brick road for miles, and still no Wizard. I wonder which way we should go. 
Scarecrow: You could go this way. (Pointing in one direction.) Dorothy: Who said that? 
Scarecrow: Or that way. (Pointing in the other direction.) 
Dorothy: Oh my goodness! A talking scarecrow! 
Scarecrow: It all depends on where you want to go. 
Dorothy: I want to go see The Wizard of Oz. 
Scarecrow: Then I’d go that way if I were you. 
Dorothy: I’ve never met a talking scarecrow. I’m Dorothy Gale from Kansas, and this is my dog, Toto. 
Scarecrow: Hello, Dorothy Gale from Kansas. I’d like to shake your hand, but as you can see, I’m stuck on this pole. (uncomfortable) 
Dorothy: That looks terribly uncomfortable. Would you like me to help you down? Scarecrow: Really? I’d be so grateful. 
Dorothy: Careful now. 
(She helps him down. He is wobbly on his feet but happy to be moving about.) 
Scarecrow: Look at me! Thank you, Dorothy. I never could have done that myself.
Dorothy: You seem like a very smart scarecrow. I’m sure you would have figured it out. 
Scarecrow: Not at all. You see, I haven’t got any brains. 
(If I Had A Brain - Song) 
Dorothy: Why, I’ve had an idea! Come join me to see The Wizard, he grants wishes! I’m sure he could give you a brain 
Scarecrow: Really? Do you think we would? Oh boy lets go! 
(Exit together)
Scene 5: A friend made of Tin 
Dorothy: We’ve been following this yellow brick road for miles, and still no wizard. I wonder which way we should go now. 
Tin Man: Oil. (slow and creaky voice) 
Dorothy: Who said that? 
Tin Man: Oil can. 
Scarecrow: Look over there! 
Dorothy: It’s a man made out of tin. 
Tin Man: Oil can. Oil can. 
Scarecrow: Poor fellow. He’s rusted solid. 
Dorothy: I think he wants this oil can. (Picks up oil can and starts to apply oil to the Tin Man’s joints) 
Scarecrow: Let me help. (Takes oil can and helps get the other side.) Tin Man: Oh. Thank you. That’s much better. (Slowly loosening up. Relieved.) Dorothy: You poor thing. What happened to you? 
Tin Man: I was out here chopping wood, and there was a rainstorm. I rusted solid. 
Scarecrow: Tough luck. What will you do now? 
Tin Man: I don’t know. I’m all alone in the world. 
Dorothy: Surely you have some friends or family who love you.
Tin Man: I’m afraid not. You see, I have no heart. 
Dorothy What? No heart? 
Scarecrow: How can that be? 
Tin Man: The man who made me forgot to give me one (knocks on empty chest) See? Hollow. 
Scarecrow: That’s so sad. 
Dorothy: Maybe you’d like to come with us to see The Wizard of Oz. He grants wishes! I’m asking him to get me home, and the Scarecrow is asking for a brain, so I’m sure he’d be able to find you a heart 
Tin Man: The Wizard of Oz? Why, do you think he would! 
(If I had a heart - Song)
Scene 6: A furry friend 
Lion: Grrrr… (Hiding and growling, ready to pounce.) 
Dorothy: Did you hear that? 
Lion: Grrrrr… 
Tin Man: Look over there! A lion! 
Lion: Grrrr… (Jumps out and starts chasing the Scarecrow.) 
Scarecrow: Ahhhh! A lion! 
(Scarecrow runs from Lion. Dorothy steps in and slaps the Lion on the paw. Lion cowers and starts crying.) 
Dorothy: Shame on you! How dare you pick on someone smaller than you. Tin Man: You’re just a bully. 
Lion: You’re right. I’m no king of the forest. I’m a coward. 
Dorothy: I hope you’ve learned your lesson. 
Lion: I’m sorry. I’d like to be brave; I really would. But I don’t know how. Scarecrow: You just need some courage. 
Lion: That’s the problem. I don’t have any courage. 
Tin Man: You should come with us to see The Wizard of Oz. Maybe he could give you some courage. 
Lion: Do you think he would give me some courage? 
(If I only had the nerve - song)
Dorothy: It couldn’t hurt to ask. 
Lion: Well then, if you don’t mind being seen with me, I’d love to join you. Tin Man: The more, the merrier. 
(All exit)
Scene 7: The Wicked Witch plots 
Wicked Witch (watching from afar): Look at her and her band of misfits, thinking they can protect her. Ha! The fool. Those slippers can't protect you forever my pretty, yes just you wait. Once she gets to the Wizard, my old nemesis, I’ll show both of them just how powerful I am! Just you wait….. 
Scene 8: The Wizard 
(All freeze in amazement as they notice the beautiful Emerald City and the door that will lead them to the Wizard of Oz.) 
Scarecrow: Look at that! 
Tin Man: We made it! 
Lion: The Wizard of Oz! 
Dorothy: Okay, friends. Let’s knock. 
Guard(In a gruff voice): Who’s there? 
Dorothy: I’m Dorothy Gale and these are my friends. We’ve been told the Wizard can grant our wishes! 
Guard: Do you have an appointment? 
Dorothy: Oh, no sorry, I - 
Guard: Then no can do 
(Group reacts, panicked, begging) 
Dorothy: Please sir, Glinda told me that…
Guard: Wait, Glind? Glinda the good? Well why didn’t you say that in the first place! The wizard is a very good friend of Glinda, so any friend of hers is a friend of the wizard! Welcome in… 
(The group celebrate as they enter)
Scene 9: The Wizard 
Wizard of Oz (Booming, powerful voice, perhaps hidden behind a curtain.): Who are you, and why do you seek the great and powerful Wizard of Oz? 
Dorothy: I’m Dorothy Gale. I’ve come to ask you to send me home to Kansas. Scarecrow: And I want a brain. 
Tin Man: And I want a heart. 
Lion: And I want… I want… (nudged by Scarecrow and Tin Man) some courage. 
Wizard of Oz: Then you must bring me the broomstick of the Wicked Witch of the West. Wishes don’t come for free you know. 
Dorothy: But, but how- 
(Lightning strike as the Wicked Witch enters) 
Wicked Witch: Oh dear oh dear, the poor old wizard still trying to catch me? Why not come get me yourself you old fool! 
Dororthy: Oh no, she’s found us! 
Lion: Oh my! She’s even scarier than I thought 
TinMan: Come on Lion, have some courage! All we need to do is defeat her and we get our wishes 
Wicked Witch: Now Dorothy, time to give me what's rightfully mine! Hand over the shoes 
(The witch points her wand at Dorothy) 
TinMan Dorothy no!
Lion: Not on my watch! 
(The Lion snatches the Witches wand out of her hands, running around with it) Witch: Why you wicked thing, give that back! 
(Witch chases the Lion as Dorothy notices a bucket of water to the side) Scarecrow: The water Dorothy! Witches are allergic to water! 
Tinman: Be careful! 
(Dorothy grabs the bucket, pouring it over the witch as she wrestles for her wand from the Lion) 
Witch: Nooooooooo! No no! How could you? You, all of you, beasts! I’m melting, I’m melting, noooooo…. 
Dorothy: I don’t like bullies, miss Wicked Witch. 
(The witch melts into a puddle on the floor. TinMan runs over to Dorothy, hugging her) 
Tinman: Oh Dorothy! I was so worried about you, are you okay? (The group all hug, excited, celebrating Dorothy) 
Lion: You really showed her Dorothy! 
Scarecrow: That was amazing! Her reign of terror is over! 
(Clapping from behind them) 
Wizard: Indeed, very impressive. 
(Dorothy picks up the witches fallen broom)
Dorothy: Here you go sir, as agreed. Now, our wishes please Wizard: I’m sorry but… I cant. 
(All gasp) 
Wizard: The truth is, I’m not magical. I’m not a wizard. I do the speeches, I wear the robes, I tell stories and well… everyone wants me to be this amazing figure, I guess I just play the part wel 
Scarecrow: So I’ll never get my brains? 
Tin Man: I’ll never get a heart? 
Lion: I’ll never get courage? 
Dorothy: You’re a very bad man. 
Wizard of Oz: Oh no. I’m a very good man. I’m just a very bad wizard. 
Dorothy: But you promised to help us if we brought you the broomstick of the Wicked Witch. 
Wizard of Oz: Yes! Of course. And a promise is a promise. Just a moment. Let me see… 
(Fumbling for words and objects to give to each character) 
Lion, step forward. You have shown bravery on this journey. True courage is in facing danger even when you are afraid. I honour you with this sash of courage. (Gives Lion a medal) 
Lion: I feel brave already. 
Wizard of Oz: And you, Tin Man. A heart is not judged by how much you love but by how much you are loved by others. I present you with this heart. Keep it safe. (Gives Tin Man a heart) 
Tin Man: I can hear it beating. I love it. Hey! I can love!
Wizard of Oz: And you, Scarecrow. Anyone can have a brain. It’s what you do with it that matters. Back where I come from, we have universities where people go to become great thinkers. And when they come out, they have no more brains than you have. But they have one thing you haven’t 
got. A diploma. (Gives Scarecrow a diploma) 
Scarecrow: The square root of 365 is 19.1049. Hey! I have a brain! Tin Man: What about Dorothy? 
Wizard of Oz: Well, uh… (Nervous because he doesn’t know how to help her.) Lion: You promised to send her back to Kansas. 
Wizard of Oz: I don’t know what to say. I’m sorry Dorothy, but I don’t know how to help you. 
(Glinda enters with the munchkins) 
Scarecrow: Look! It’s Glinda! 
Glinda: Hello Dorothy! 
Dorothy: Oh, Glinda, we followed the yellow brick road and made it all the way to the Wizard, but now I’m afraid I’ll never get home. 
Glinda: Nonsense. Of course you will. 
Dorothy: But how? 
Glinda: You’ve had the power all along. 
Dorothy: What do you mean? 
Glinda: The ruby slippers. 
Dorothy: The ruby slippers?
Glinda: Yes. All you need to do is click your heels together three times and think to yourself, “There’s no place like home.” 
Dorothy: Oh, thank you, Glinda. Thank you! But how do I say goodbye to all of you? You’ve been such good friends on this journey. (Beat) Goodbye Munchkins. Goodbye, Lion. You are the bravest cat I know. Goodbye, Tin Man. You have a heart of gold. Goodbye, Scarecrow. Remember, knowledge is power. (Beat) Okay, I think I’m ready. 
All: We’ll miss you Dorothy! Thank you Dororhty! 
Glinda: Then click your heels together three times and say, “There’s no place like home.” 
Dorothy: There’s no place like home. There’s no place like home. There’s no place like home.
Scene 10: Reunited 
(Dorothy is on the ground with Toto. Auntie Em and Uncle Henry rush to her side) Auntie Em: Oh, Dorothy! We were so worried about you. 
Uncle Henry: You took quite a turn after that cyclone. 
Dorothy: Cyclone? But I… I had the strangest dream. There were munchkins, and a yellow brick road, and a wizard… 
Auntie Em: Hush now, Dorothy. Don’t you go stirring yourself up again. Dorothy: But it’s true. It was so real. 
Uncle Henry: What’s real is that you’re home now, safe and sound. Dorothy: Oh Toto, they’re right - there’s no place like home!
